Year after year, our office maintains an unsecured tax delinquency rate that is well below the State average, but as with any business, there are accounts that become uncollectable. The attached list of 92 unsecured delinquent accounts, totaling $16,245.16, have been deemed uncollectable by the Tax Collector. By keeping these accounts active, we are overestimating the amount of unsecured delinquent taxes that are truly collectable for budget purposes. However, please keep in mind that even though the Tax Collectors Office will not actively pursue the collection of these accounts, the liens stay in place and the tax liabilities remain outstanding, except those amounts discharged through bankruptcy.
