[bookmark: _GoBack]This process was initiated in the late 1990's in order to keep the Board and other County Departments apprised of potential reductions in revenue resulting from mid-year value reductions handed down by the Siskiyou County Assessment Appeals Board.  This year's filings were higher than normal with 54 new applications and 6 carryovers, with considerable value at stake (new applications typically average 25 per year).   Worst-case revenue loss is $256,580, with the portion attributable to the County General Fund at just under $55,000 (21.39%).
