WHEREAS, the American Legion has, for over 100-years, devoted their efforts to the cause of selfless public service, community-building, and furthering the cause of equality, literacy, education, welfare of children, patriotism, naturalization and citizenship of legal immigrants, equality, peace & goodwill; and, 
WHEREAS, the American Legion elevated public appreciation for the U.S. Flag, the Constitution, law enforcement, faith, civic responsibility and community service, which is carried on today by its 2 million members and 12,000 posts, which, aforementioned, includes Legion posts active in our county ; and,  
WHEREAS, the American Legion helped devise the birth of the current Veterans Administration, G.I. Bill of Rights (Servicemen’s Readjustment Act of 1944), treatment for PTSD and all other service-related illnesses & injuries, Reserve Force Act of 1955, Junior ROTC, and other key programs, and,  
IT IS THEREFORE RESOLVED that the Siskiyou County Board of Supervisors extends their congratulations to the American Legion, their 2-million members, and 12,000+ Posts on the occasion of their 100-year anniversary of courageous, selfless, dedicated, and unparalleled service to the nation and its veterans, military, family members, and citizens, which has enriched our nation and our county.
