	[bookmark: _GoBack]The project is proposing a zoning text amendment to add Chapter 16 to Title 10 of the Siskiyou County Code, which would allow and regulate cultivation of industrial hemp within AG-1 (Prime Agricultural) and AG-2 (Non-Prime Agricultural) zoning districts with a minimum parcel size of 40 acres and a minimum of 80-acres for parcels in the Hemp (H) Combining District. Under the regulations, indoor cultivation of industrial hemp will be prohibited, excepting for the cultivation of hemp transplants or seed production, and subject to setback requirements. The ordinance will also limit hemp cultivation by Established Agricultural Research Institutions to a total area of one acre. The Board of Supervisors will consider additional regulations in the ordinance related to industrial hemp, including the establishment of a licensing and registration process for industrial hemp growers and special enforcement and remedies provisions related to distinguishing between hemp cultivation and unpermitted cannabis cultivation.
