Sec. 1-5.17. - Use of money collected under this chapter.  All money collected for penalties and administrative costs under this chapter shall be deposited in an account for the Department responsible for the enforcement action to defray the cost of said code enforcement actions and code enforcement training.

The CDD Code Enforcement Division has incurred costs of approximately $20,000 dollars to date and will continue to incur future costs associated with hearing officer expenses to hear appeals of code enforcement cases. 
CDD seeks BOS support to utilize the code enforcement committed account for the purpose of paying for hearing officer expenses in addition to the previously approved uses of the account for abating properties, and code enforcement officers needs for equipment and training.
