RESOLUTION OF THE SISKIYOU COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MAKING STATEMENTS OF FACTS SUBSTANTIATING THE PUBLIC HEALTH NECESSITY TO QUALIFY FOR AN EXCEPTION TO VEHICLE CODE SECTION 12527 (d)(2) FOR VOLUNTEER AMBULANCE DRIVERS

WHEREAS, Vehicle Code Section 12527 establishes the requirements for ambulance drivers to obtain an Ambulance Driver Certificate; and 

WHEREAS, Vehicle Code Section 12527(d) (1) requires ambulance drivers to  possess a valid emergency medical technician certificate; and

WHEREAS, Vehicle Code Section 12527(d) (2) provides an exception to this requirement for volunteer ambulance drivers, if the following requirements are met: 1) the ambulance service is provided in an unincorporated area of a county with a population of less than 125,000 people, 2) the name of the driver and the volunteer ambulance service and facts substantiating the public health necessity for an exemption are submitted to the DMV by the county board of supervisors and by at least one of the following entities in the county where the driver operates the ambulance: (A) The county health officer. (B) The county medical care committee. (C) The local emergency medical services agency coordinator.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Vehicle Code Section 12527 (d)(5) the exemption granted pursuant to Vehicle Code Section 12527 (d) (2) expires on the date of the valid ambulance driver certificate; and 
WHEREAS, McCloud Ambulance Service District operates in a rural and sparsely populated portion of Siskiyou County, which is remote, extending South at Snowman’s Hill on Hwy 89 to the County line near Dead Horse Summit and including the McCloud Zone of Increased Benefit; and 

WHEREAS, the population of Siskiyou County is less than 125,000 persons as determined by the most recent federal decennial census; and

WHEREAS, volunteer drivers are critical to the viability of McCloud Ambulance Service; and 

WHEREAS, McCloud Ambulance crew members respond to emergencies and are frequently forced to call for an ambulance from Mt. Shasta due lack of drivers resulting in delayed responses to medical emergencies; and 

WHEREAS, it is very difficult for volunteers to access educational institutions offering the necessary EMT course work due to the remoteness of their community and responsibilities and obligations related to their “paying” jobs; and

WHEREAS, Jerry Glynn, Bobby Martin, Michael Terry Borden, Patrick Johnson, Ben Garcia, Michael Worthington, Bryce Estes, Illa Garcia, Elizabeth Buckley, Dan Fay, Robert Masciola, Cynthia Miller, Jessie Gray, Nate Girard, Sandra Borden, Stephen Richardson, Amos McAbier and Jeff Gray are volunteer ambulance drivers and are critical to operation of the ambulance service; and

WHEREAS, the Siskiyou County Health Officer has determined that continued operation of McCloud Ambulance service, is necessary to public health and safety of McCloud community and highway travelers; and

WHEREAS, The Siskiyou County Health Officer has determined that maintaining volunteers is critical to the viability of the ambulance service. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND PROCLAMED that the Siskiyou County Board of Supervisors does RESOLVE, FIND AND DETERMINE that:
1. The facts substantiating the public health necessity stated above are true.

2. The facts substantiate the need for an exemption for the following McCloud Ambulance Service District volunteer ambulance drivers:
