	Approve the sale of the attached list of tax-defaulted properties via Chapter 7 Sale or Chapter 7 Sealed Bid Sale.
By law, the Tax Collector is required to conduct a public tax sale at least once every four years for properties that have accrued delinquent taxes for 5 or more years. The attached list contains 118 properties for sale, including 20 homes (*), 1 commercial parcel (^), and 97 other undeveloped properties located in various areas of the County. The minimum bids are set at amounts that sufficiently recover the delinquent taxes, penalties, fees, and costs associated with the sale of the properties, but if properties do not sell at the original sale, the Tax Collector may re-offer the properties, with Board approval, at an amount deemed necessary to stimulate bidding in an attempt to sell the properties. Due to its success in the past, we are once again holding the auction online, on May 7-10, 2021, as this type of auction attracts more bidders, and the properties sell for higher amounts.
