SOLICITATION OF LOCAL ALTERNATIVES TO EMERGENCY
REGULATION

The Division of Water Rights also invites submission of specific proposals for
alternatives to readoption of the emergency regulation. Alternative to readoption of an
emergency regulation should:

e Be support by diverse interests in the watershed;

e Be enforceable;

e Be implemented at a local level; and

e Extend longer than the one-year term of an emergency regulation.

Comments on the readoption of the emergency regulation, including any proposed
changes to the emergency regulation, and proposals for alternatives to an emergency
regulation must be submitted by 12:00 pm (noon) on Wednesday,
