Resolution of the Siskiyou County Board of Supervisors Denying 
the Rescission and Re-Entry of Existing Williamson Act Contract 
Under Application APA-25-22 and Directing Staff to Issue a Notice of Non-Renewal for Property Under Williamson Act Contract No. 74008 


WHEREAS, the California Land Conservation Act (the “Williamson Act”) was enacted on July 14, 1965, to implement a variety of state farmland preservation policies directed at discouraging the unnecessary and premature conversion of farmland to other uses; and
WHEREAS, The Nature Conservancy owns approximately 560 acres that was originally placed in Williamson Act contract on February 25, 1974; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to the Rules for the Establishment and Administration of Agricultural Preserves and Williamson Act Contracts, as adopted by the Siskiyou County Board of Supervisors on February 7, 2012, and amended on December 3, 2024, upon sale or purchase of Williamson Act contracted land that constitutes only a portion of an Agricultural Preserve, the owner shall apply for a separate contract; and
WHEREAS, an Agricultural Preserve Contract Amendment application (APA-25-22) was submitted to the County on July 2, 2025, that proposes to rescind approximately 560 acres from an existing Williamson Act Contract; and 
WHEREAS, the Staff Report for APA-25-22 prepared for the Agricultural Preserve Administrator contains a detailed analysis of how said application complies with the Rules for the Establishment and Administration of Agricultural Preserves and Williamson Act Contracts, as adopted by the Siskiyou County Board of Supervisors on February 7, 2012, and amended on December 3, 2024; and
WHEREAS, October 21, 2025, Staff Report for APA-25-22 prepared for the Board of Supervisors contains the staff analysis and recommendation by the Agricultural Preserve Administrator; and
WHEREAS, a Notice of Public Hearing was published in the Siskiyou Daily News for this matter to be heard at the October 21, 2025, Board of Supervisors meeting; and 
WHEREAS, public hearing notices were provided pursuant to Siskiyou County Code Section 10-6.2805 et seq.; and
[bookmark: _Hlk48200176]WHEREAS, the Planning Division presented its oral and written staff report on the proposed Williamson Act Contract request (APA-25-22) at a regular meeting of the Board of Supervisors on October 21, 2025; and
WHEREAS, on October 21, 2025, the Board of Supervisors held the duly noticed public hearing on the proposed Williamson Act Contract for APNs: 020-150-021, 020-150-080, 020-150-091, 020-150-100, 020-160-030, 020-160-050; and
WHEREAS, on October 21, 2025, the Chair of the Board of Supervisors continued the public hearing on the proposed Williamson Act Contract request (APA-25-22) to November 18, 2025; and
WHEREAS, the Supplemental Staff Report for APA-25-22 prepared for and presented to the Board of Supervisors on November 18, 2028, contains the staff analysis and recommendation; and
WHEREAS, on November 18, 2025, the Chair of the Board of Supervisors reopened the duly noticed public hearing on the proposed Williamson Act Contract request (APA-25-22) to receive testimony both oral and written, following which the Chair closed the public hearing and the Board discussed the requested Williamson Act Contract; and
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors finds the above recitals true and correct.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors denies the rescission and re-entry of existing Williamson Act contract under application APA-25-22.

[bookmark: _Hlk57626990]	Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved the Board of Supervisors hereby resolves as follows:

1. That it is the desire of the Board of Supervisors not to renew a portion of land in the Williamson Act contract set forth in Exhibit A-1, referenced hereto and incorporated herein, with or without cause, pursuant to Government Code 51245 and that said contract not be renewed therefor.
1. That staff be directed to file a notice of non-renewal, substantially in the form attached hereto as Exhibit A-2, referenced hereto and incorporated herein, pursuant to Government Code Section 51245 to prevent said property’s contracts from being renewed at the earliest possible time. 
1. That the Board of Supervisors determine the issuance of a Notice of Non-Renewal of a Williamson Act contract is categorically exempt under the Class 17 exemption, Section 15317 and Section 15061(b)(3) of the CEQA Guidelines, as this action would not cause a change in use and the contract shall remain in effect for the balance of the period remaining since the last renewal as required by Government Code Section 51246(a).
1. That County staff are authorized to take such necessary and further actions as are appropriate to implement this Resolution and carry out the intent of the Board of Supervisors.
